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A successful start to the school year only occurs as a result of the hard work of many, in particular the schoolõs administrative 

team, cleaning and grounds staff and of course those who work most closely with the students, the teachers and teacher assistants.  

As a result of this hard work it has been a pleasure to return to such an organised, well maintained and welcoming school environ-

ment. As I have done in previous years I would like to again acknowledge that the teaching staff were busy during their holiday 

break ensuring that they were well organised and planned for the 2018 school year.  I make special note of this because this dedica-

tion to forgo some of their holiday provides us an insight into their professionalism and the high level of commitment they make to 

Illawarra Primary School. 

As is the case each year there is a lot planning that goes on to ensure the safety of all students.  This year I need to inform the 

school community that we have some Kindergarten students who have severe food allergies. As a result we will be reintroducing 

the Be a M.A.T.E ð Make Allergy Treatment Easier awareness program.  We will also be updating our Anaphylaxis Policy to include 

advice that no fish products are to be consumed at school.  Such is the severity of one student, the very odour of fish can cause 

them to go into anaphylactic shock.  Information such as this can be disconcerting, however, we know with careful planning we can 

minimise the risk for these students.  When the policy is updated it will be tabled at a School Association meeting and then shared 

via the newsletter. 

On the continued theme of safety I remind everyone of the need to be considerate of all members of the school community during 

the busy morning drop-off of students and the even more hectic pick-up at the end of the school day.  As everyone is aware this is 

a real challenge for us at Illawarra Primary and even more so at present with the road works on Tinderbox Road. 

Other information I would like to share with everyone is that our Prep, Prep/1 and Grade 1/2 classes have decided to use Australi-

an animal and bird names to identify them.  Not all classes have decided on their name so I will include this information in the next 

newsletter.  The decision to rename classes has resulted from the schoolõs involvement in the Refocussing Teaching and Learning in 

the Early Years project.  Many will realise that this way of naming of classes is consistent with how our Kinder classes are identified 

but in essence the renaming ensures a more child-centred outlook. 

Thanks to the ongoing and generous support of the School Association the students have a new native garden/meeting space to 

enjoy and learn in.  Mr Marcus Thalmann  has designed and created a unique and inviting space that will continue to evolve over the 

years as the plants included in the garden grow and define the space.   

The first week of any school year is an exciting time and a great opportunity to continue the positive attitudes to learning that have 

been established in previous years.  It is also a great time to socialise again and to reconnect with the school community after the 

summer break.  I would like to wish everyone a happy and safe year and encourage all parents and guardians to stay in close con-

tact with the school and their child/childrenõs teacher/s.

Aligning our schools learning philosophy with behaviour support  

approaches 

 

On Thursday 1st of February all staff attended a professional learning day at Wrest Point Casino delivered by Kath 

Murdoch, an expert in inquiry teaching. Of the many wonderful messages she communicated that day, one was 

about developing learning dispositions with children and replacing ôbehaviour expectationõ agreements with 

ôlearning agreementsõ that incorporate behaviour standards. 

As a result, all classes are focusing on the value of learning this term and will be co-constructing class learning 

agreements, focusing on the dispositions of a good learner. One of these dispositions is that good learners are  

õself-managedõ.  They own their choices and take responsibility for their actions. Classes will be exploring learning  

dispositions or habits of mind as a mini-inquiry. 

This approach to working with  students to improve behaviour is in line with our while school approach to 

teaching through inquiry. 

At Illawarra Primary we view interpersonal and behaviour mistakes in the same way as academic mistakes ñ  

opportunities to learn and grow. A behaviour version of growth mindset, so to speak. There is a parallel between  

restorative practices where students lead the accountability process and environments where powerful learning is 

happening.  

A pedagogy of engagement, giving kids more say about their learning and solving problems together can be 

strengthened through using restorative justice practices to work through behaviour issues and through using an 

inquiry approach to teaching. Both work hand in hand to create a school culture where students have a voice and a 

choice and student learning is at the centre of all our interactions and decision making. 

Ask your child if they can tell you about what a good learner does in their classroom this week.
